
This starts off as its usual youthfully reductive self, but with plenty of air it displays appealing perfumes of iris, violet

and plum. Midweight and elegant, it seems to defy the generous warmth of the estate’s southwestern site. Nevertheless, 

layers of dark fruit wrap around the tight, flinty core while dry, powdery tannins give ample support. The finish lingers 

with spice and garrigue.
