
The 2005 Brunello di Montalcino Riserva is typical Sangiovese from the southern part of the zone in a cool

year. A gorgeous, translucent red, the Riserva offers up a classic profile of red fruit, tobacco, underbrush, mint

and crushed flowers. The 2005 naturally has quite a bit of primary fruit left, but the real joy will come in

another 5-10 years when the full range of tertiatry aromas is fully developed. This understated beauty is not an

immediate wine, but in time it will thrill those who can look beyond instant gratification. An impeccably long,

mineral-laced finish points to a bright future.
