
Broad shouldered and firmly structured with expressive aromas and flavors of red cherry, flint, blackberry

reduction and underbrush. Finishes very long and saline; strikes me as one of the more refined, lightweight

versions of Poggio al Vento in years. Lovely wine, and commendably, very much in style of the vintage. I expect

this to improve considerably in the years to come: well done.
